Job Responsibilities
● Feed livestock
● Clean and disinfect livestock pens, cages, yards
● Examine animals to detect symptoms of illnesses or injuries
● Maintain farm by building fences, corrals, and other livestock infrastructures
● Rotate livestock from pasture to pasture for grazing
● Prepare, plant, weed, harvest, and inspect produce
● Operate farmmachinery and tools, as needed
● Assist with landscaping and ground maintenance

Physical Requirements
The physical demands described are representative of those that must be met by a Construction
Management Intern to successfully perform the essential functions of this job.

● Regularly required to sit and/or stand during a regular work shift of at least eight
hours per day

● Required to work long periods of time outdoors, in varying weather conditions
● Occasionally required to stoop, bend, walk crouch, and climb
● Frequently required to lift and carry at least 50-90 pounds
● Required to work in conditions where dust, dirt, grease, and noise may be present
